Conduct yourself in a way worthy of the Gos-

pel of Christ, (Philippians 1:20c-24, 27a). 

 

Our reflection of this week is from the Scriptures of today (Isaiah 

55:6-9; Psalm 145; Philippians 1:20c-24, 27a) and the holy Gos-

pel according to Matthew. Jesus’ parable of the kingdom of 

heaven from the holy Gospel of Matthew is about the landowner 

and those hired laborers for his vineyard. 

 

Jesus’ in the parable talked about the just compensation for His 

laborers. He is the Lord of justice and mercy. He knows what is 

right and just as well as what is due to them and to us accord-

ingly. The agreement for the fair day wage was said and done—

both sides agreed. At the end of the day, they have received the 

same pay equally. 

The laborers all received the usual daily wage that was promised 

by the landowner. Some began working at 5pm, some began at 

3pm, some began at 9am. Then, the grumbling came from those 

who worked the whole day against those who work for one hour. 

Yet, the agreement remained. 

Jesus’ told the grumblers, “Are you envious because I am gener-

ous!? Thus, the last will be first, and the first will be last.” 

The moral of the story is the Lord is merciful and He is the Lord 

of justice. The life we live is not our own, it is the life that God 

gives us to praise, glorify, and worship Him. It is a life worth 

serving others with love and never counting the cost. It is the 

blessing of our lives that is infinite to live on giving. Giving and 

sharing of our blessings so that others can live and enjoy a normal 

life like us is and always a gift. For example, helping out with 

those who are affected by the hurricane, fire, or natural disasters; 

feeding the poor, etc;. 

The Lord is never outdone with generosity. As the prophet Isaiah 

told us, “Seek the Lord while He may be found, call him while He 

is near,” (55:6-9). 

 

Our blessing is from the Lord. God is just as well as He is full 

with love, compassion, and mercy. He always loves us and faith-

ful to us even though we are not. Whether you are working for 

one hour or 8 hours a day, the blessing is the same. Whether we 

are yellow, green, or blue we are still the same, “For my thoughts 

are not your thoughts, nor are your ways my ways, says the 

Lord.” For in God’s eye we are all the same in his love. Thus, it’s 

important for all Christians to live and conduct ourselves in all 

ways worthy of the teachings of Jesus’ from His holy Word, the 

Gospel. Amen.
