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December 3, 2017 First Sunday of Advent

The Call Of Freedom, (Mark 13:33-37).

Welcome to the beginning of the new Liturgical Year, Cy-
cle B, as we begin with the First Sunday of Advent. The
Advent of our Lord prepares us spiritually for the celebra-
tion of the solemn coming and the birth of God’s Son, Je-
sus Christ.

The celebration of this amazing and awesome birth helps
all Christians all over the world that freedom, peace, good-
will, and salvation is here with us. EMANNUEL—God is
with us in the physical presence of His only begotten Son,
Jesus the Christ. Therefore, Advent, is the highlight and a
valuable time to focus on our relationship with God, and
what does it mean to have Christ in our lives.

The Readings on this First Sunday of Advent is from the
Book of the Prophet Isaiah, Psalm 80, the Letter of St. Paul
to the Christian Community in Corinth, and the holy Gos-
pel according to Saint Mark.

The Prophet Isaiah recalls the reconstruction and the return
of its people after the exile in Babylon in the sixth century
BC. Those who returned from exile expected to have expe-
rienced the glory of the promised land given to their ances-
tors. Then, the reality settled in with the Temple and the
cities in ruins, the economy systems fractured, and justice
despaired, Isaiah lamented to God over it.

On the contrary, the Gospel of Mark states Jesus teaching
moments with His disciples. Jesus’ warns His disciples and
us to “Be watchful! Be alert!” In whatever time and hour
of the day, we must be watchful and alert, and we should
not sleep, meaning, we must be aware of who we are as
God’s children. Keep on the “Watch!” A person who
should always be on a watch for someone who is alert in
expectation of someone or something. Jesus’ gave us this
awareness to always infused in our minds and hearts. The
awareness that we should always be in relationship with
God.

This relationship with God is an intimate relationship that St.
Paul in his first letter to the Corinth community is about. Paul
always greeted the Christian communities with “Grace and
peace of God our Father and our Lord Jesus Christ,” (1 Corin-
thians 1:3-9). He expressed his gratitude for the spiritual gift of
faith in his community, and to encourage them to be firm and
faithful in our Lord Jesus. Jesus is firm and faithful, and He will
always be firm and faithful to them and each of us all.

Yes, this is our call to freedom as children of God. We must
always be faithful to the Lord and be firm in our faith. No mat-
ter what challenges and obstacles comes on our way, we must
be steadfast in faith and in love, and our belief in God that He is
always here with us to help us no matter what. Thus, “be watch-
ful and be alert,” is what that make us Christians. We must not
be afraid to make known our Lord Jesus in whatever and wher-
ever we are—and that is the freedom to live as children of God!
Amen.
